Hi guys, the Tallarook Vinduro has come back thanks to the Steves – Taylor/Young, friends & family for the hard work and we welcome the landowner Peter Moulding to the fold.
Directions:  The Ennis Road turnoff is just north of Broadford and south of the servo and the turnoff to Tallarook.  From the Hume highway, turn into Ennis Rd, travel up there 10ks and then left onto Landscape Rd for 3ks which will then lead into 80 Kingston Rd. It will be arrowed from the Hume.  
There is no pre entry as VERi have not yet organised banking accounts. Our CSC friends will be providing the Rec Licences. Please bring cash only and the correct change will be a bonus. Download the entry form attached and bring it with you. As you will see, we have two permits for this event for two types of bikes/riders. MV covers the unregistered bikes riding on Peter’s land and MA Riders Division covers the registered/road licenced riders who won’t need a Rec Licence either. 
This is not a Teams event and no goodies or medals will be handed out. Sorry. Numbered helmet stickers and start numbers/times will be allocated on the day – numbers 1, 2 & 3 start at 10.00am, 4, 5 & 6 start at 10.01am etc. Hole punch tags will be issued.
The course on Peter’s property is 7ks long with the Red Plate loop of 60ks (depending on weather conditions) leading out directly into the state forest. Remember, you can ride as much or little once you start (3 per minute) from your starting time up until 3:30pm. 
Tallarook CFA will be supplying breakfast/lunch on the day; egg and bacon rolls, hot dogs, dim sims, soup, tea, coffee and cold drinks. There is no scheduled lunch time.   
We have CJJJ Medical services on the day but injured riders will need to be transported back to the start for attention. As this is a non competitive event we expect riders to help each other if they get stuck (once you’ve had a good laugh at their predicament) and in case of terminal bike breakdown report the rider’s details back to the start. Please move over to let faster riders through as they can get frustrated and take risks nobody wants.
The ‘Red Plate’ section is for Club Permit (Red Plate) or Rec Rego bikes with road licenced riders. These details will be checked on entry as the Police Trailbike Squad has been blitzing the forest over the past 4 weekends. Make sure you have your log book signed, your road licence and the rego label with you. The loop in the bush is approximately 60ks so make sure you have enough fuel.
Camping is allowed. There will be a bonfire on the Sat night. There will be toilets on site and water for drinking. Please, no pit/mini bikes or dogs. Bikes must be checked into the Parc Ferme and NOT started before your start time. This is important.
