On a lighter note the DEPI boys from Mansfield, Noojee and Marysville have done great work with the tracks this year, Frenchman’s Spur is at the best I have ever seen, Charles Road is rough but open, the Old Coach Road is an adventure but passable, German Spur is ok, Selma Road and the various tracks running off it are good. Licola Road is clear and in not bad shape. All the camp sites are in good condition and there is plenty of water about. As I right there have been a number of motor bike crashes today so once again I remind all riders please do not over extend yourself, riding these tracks is hard yakka and can take a bit out of ageing bodies, have a spell and hopefully you will get home under your own steam and not in the chopper.
